PROCEDURE

1. Fill the test tube (0608) to the 20 mL line with the sample water.
2. Add 6 drops of Chlorine Reagent #1 (4498).

3. Add 6 drops of *Chlorine Reagent #2 (4499). Cap and shake to mix. A greenish
brown color will develop.

4. Use the glass pipet (0342) to add Sodium Thiosulfate, 0.011N (3819) slowly, one
drop at a time, mixing after each drop, until the color disappears. Count the drops.
The test result is:

Number of Drops = ppm Chlorine
NOTE: Hold test tube over a white surface to view the color change.
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
